Early intervention is key.  

Screentime Limits  
While technology has many benefits, it’s important to avoid screentime 
overload, which can have a negative social-emotional impact on young 
children. Here are some suggestions:  

 The American Academy of Pediatrics recommends that children 
under 18 months limit screentime to video chatting only. For chil-
dren 2 to 5 years, limit screentime to 1 hour a day.  

 Schedule “real,” screen-
free playtimes for your 
child—both for you and 
your child together, and 
with other children.  

 Choose TV shows and tab-
let games for your child 
that show positive role models.  

 Talk about real vs. pretend. Young children may have a hard time 
understanding that what they see on TV isn’t real.  

 Show your child that you’re setting limits by turning off screens 
several hours before bedtime.  

 Limit your own screen use when you’re with your child so you can 
give him or her your attention.
